The ShakeOut is designed to provide a sense of urgency about earthquakes and to encourage
people, organizations, schools, and communities to get prepared, to practice what to do to
be safe, and to learn what plans need to be improved.

Last year more than 9.4 million Californians practiced “Drop, Cover, and Hold On”and other
safety procedures as part of the ShakeOut drill. Students and staff in more than 400 districts
and many private schools accounted for 6.4 million of these participants! Broad school
participation inspires businesses, organizations, government agencies, and individuals
throughout the state to participate.

Registered participants will be given detailed information for their drills. The California
Department of Education (CDE) has worked with many partners to create age-appropriate
resources for planning drills, promoting participation, teaching about earthquakes and
preparedness, and educating families.
